Assemble The Rifle

* Every time when user is assembling the rifle,

please make sure the magazine is not installed
and the chamber and inner barrel are empty
and without any bullet(s).

10. Push the trigger sear button behind
the trigger upwards and hold it.

1. First, remove the magazine by pressing
the mag release button. Make sure there
is no bullet left inside the rifle.

11. While the trigger sear button is being
hold, slide the cylinder all the way into
the outer barrel and then turn the bolt
handle clockwise at the end.

2. Press the piston sear button down and
pull the cylinder out from the rifle.

* To avoid the cylinder to be locked by the piston
sear or trigger sear during installation, makes
sure the bolt handle is pointing up as indicated
before when inserting into the upper receiver.

3. Loosen the 3 screws on the bottom of the
lower receiver, and then take the upper
receiver out from the lower receiver.

Loading The Magazine

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1. Load the magazine with 6mm BB
bullets. Use BB loader to speed up the
process if needed.

2. Insert the magazine into the magazine
slot until a “click” sound is heard.

3. To release the magazine, press the mag
release button to take the magazine out.

- If the magazine is overloaded, it may not be able to insert to the rifle, and might even cause damage to the
gun. Do not overfeed the magazine and keep in under the maximum loading capacity, which is 50 rounds
(even there might be still room to install more than 50 BBs in the magazine, KA is not recommend user to
do so and will not be held responsible for related damages.).
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Safety Setting

- Always set the safety selector to “SAFE” position
when you are not firing the gun.

- Do not point the rifle at any person or animal at
all time, even when the rifle is in “SAFE” mode.

- Do not pull the trigger when the rifle is set to
“SAFE” mode or it may damage the rifle.

- Please note the bolt handle can still be pulled
and loading bullet into the chamber, even when
the rifle is on “SAFE” mode.

Firing The Rifle

1. Pull the bolt handle backward until a 2. Push the bolt handle back to its 3. Make sure the safety selector is on

- Do not load the rifle until just before you fire it.
- Always keep your finger away from the trigger unless you want to fire the rifle.
- If magazine became empty while shooting or an empty magazine is installed on the rifle, do not cock the rifle or the magazine and the rifle will be damage.

- If you cannot push the bolt handle back in position completely when loading the rifle, remove magazine from rifle and check:
- if the magazine is empty, reload magazine if needed then install it back to the rifle.
- if the magazine is inserted to the rifle completely.
- if there is any bullet got stuck in the magazine lip. Remove any stuck bullet if needed. Apply silicone on the magazine lip and reload magazine.

- If no bullet is shooting out after rifle is loaded and trigger is pulled. Stop shooting and check:
- if the magazine is empty, reload magazine if needed then install it back to the rifle.
- to ensure the loading process is completed.
- If there is any bullet is clogged in the inner barrel. Clean the inner barrel with the cleaning rod and apply silicone to the inner barrel.

- The R93 has a straight-pull designed which is different from other air cocking rifle. Do not attempt to twist or turn the bolt handle too hard or the cylinder or bolt handle will
be damaged.

- Only perform the straight-pull loading action one time on each shooting cycle or it may damage the rifle.

The hop up lever is built on the bottom of the outer barrel, in front of the BB loading slot.
You can adjust the hop up by moving the hop up lever back and forward.

+ Turning the hop up excessively can cause bullet clogging. Keep pulling the trigger while bullet being clogged will
damage the piston and parts.

- If bullet clogging occurs, immediately stop firing the gun, turn the hop up to normal position and remove clogging
bullets using a cleaning rod.

- Make sure to return the hop up to normal position when removing clogged bullets. Otherwise, the chamber packing
may be damaged.

-+ Never use used or dirty bullets. Dirty chamber will result in unstable hop up.

oEcessive hop up (Push the lever forward.) + Lacking or over spraying of silicone oil will also lead to unstable hop up.
