BE SURE OF YOUR TARGET AND BEYOND
To minimize the potential for unexpected injury,
always be aware of what is behind, beyond and
either side of your target before you fire your gun
at your target.

USE HIGH QUALITY AMMUNITION

Cheap BBs have been known to shatter on impact,
resulting in plastic shrapnel flying in all directions.
Using quality BBs is safer for you, your teammates,
and your gun.

IF YOUR GUN FAILS TO FIRE, TAKE PRECAU-
TIONS

If your airsoft gun fails to function as it should and
an’'t correct the issue in-game, unload the
to clear the gun (or unplug the batte;

CLEAR AND CLEAN YOUR AIRSOFT BARREL
After each scenario at a game, clear your airsoft
gun by firing at the ground a few times with the
mag out to clear any BBs still in the hop-up. When
you get home, clean the inner barrel to prevent
jams and increase accuracy.

DON’T RELY SOLELY ON THE “SAFETY”
A safety is a mechanical device, not a substitute
for common sense and good safety procedures.

Always treat your airsoft gun as if it is loaded and

HOP-UP SYSTEM

Proper adjustment of the hop-up will allow
the airsoft gun to reach optimal BB
trajectory.

*Always use quality 0.20g or heavier BBs.
Lancer Tactical is not responsible for
damage resulting from the use of
underweight or low quality BBs.
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Turning the dial downward will cause the BB to
float upwards, whereas turning the dial upward
causes the BB to fall downward.

Alternate shooting BBs and making adjustments.
Adjust the dial until the BBs shoot straight and the
longest flying distance is obtained.

When hop-up is fully adjusted, release charging
handle to move the bolt plate back to its original
position.
