3| OPERATION

* The bolt retracts at the same time the operating rod is pulled.

To fire the gun, pull back Operating Rod all the way back, until a “click”
is heard, then release.

Make sure the Safety release is in “Off” position.
The gun is now ready for firing.

Pull Trigger.

Replace Safety release to “On” position when gun is
not in use.

@ WARNING: CAUTION

Be careful not to put your finger in the bolt as it will close
quickly when the operating rod is released.

6| MAINTENANCE

* Maintenance when bull speed becomes low
1. Apply Oil as shown below, using the cleaning road and oiled cotton cloth. Insert cleaning rod into barrel.

2. After completing cleaning, use the cleaning rod (with cotton) as shown below to Remove excess oil.

* When BB’s are clogged, immediately stop operation, Remove clogged BB’s and then restart operation of the air gun.
(If operation is continued with BB’s being clogged, the mechanism may be damaged.)
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Make sure to clean the barrel chamber whenever BB’s are removed.

* Be careful during maintenance, as the inside chamber is precisely designed and can be damaged easily.
Use of a hard brush may damage the hop chamber packing.
